Columbia Valley

The beginning of 2004 was very cold which gave way to a relatively
warm spring, followed by a very hot summer. This led to the
earliest-ever start of harvest. Some rains occurred around
the valley which delayed the picking of most varieties, and
physiologically ripening the reds.
     The dramatic changes created an environment that turned
the earliest vintage into one of the latest for the reds. The
winemakers loved the results and believe that it will make for
excellent vintage for most reds including Merlot while the whites
from the same vintage may be variable.

The 2004 vintage for Washington State reds received an 89
(very good) rating from the Wine Enthusiast. This follows two
“excellent” and one “classic” vintage, demonstrating the out-
standing consistency now available in Columbia Valley red wines.
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The wine was aged in both French and American barrels for
nine months.

Rich, sumptuous bright cherry and blueberry aromas and
flavors, enhanced with nuances of mocha and vanillin oak,
a lush, full palate, soft tannins and lingering finish.
